Today!s Speaker - PDG Rtn. Prabhat Krishna Rohatgi
Born in 1932 in a 200 year old reputed family of Kolkata, he studied at St. Xaviers
Calcutta and then electrical engineering at Federal Institute of Technology, Zurich,
Switzerland. He is married to Dr. Shashi Prabha, a well known educationist.They have
two daughters,Priti and Jayshree.
Prabhat Krishna Rohatgi has been an ardent Rotarian for over 5 decades since 1958.
His association with Rotary goes back to his childhood when his father Late B. K.
Rohatgi was an active member of Rotary Club of Calcutta.
As a committed Rotarian, Prabhat has been always ever-willing to help to further the Rotary movement by
serving in various capacities at the club and district levels. He has initiated the sposoring of several new
clubs in India and Nepal. He was largely responsible for the birth of RC Calcutta Midtown in 1975 and RC
Calcutta Inner City in 1991.
During his presidentship, in 1991 RC Calcutta established The Paul Harris Room at Rotary Sadan to house the
library and archives and the Rotary Consumer Centre to counsel consumers.
As District Governor in 1998, the Rotary Institute was hosted where eminent RI officers attended. He laid
special stress on projects for the welfare of children, specially the handicapped. With Kolkata Police, he
adopted the NABADISHA project, undertaking healthcare, literacy and vocational training for street children.
The year also saw an upsurge in the District!s participation in the programmes of the Rotary Foundation.For
his services,he was awarded the Presidents Citation and other awards.
For the last few years,Prabhat has been appointed in several International positions.
He is currently the Trustee-Treasurer of Eastern India Rotary Welfare Trust which has set up the Rotary
Netralaya at Salt Lake.
He is associated with several social and cultural organisations. Some of them are - West Bengal State
Vagrancy Board,Consumer!s Action Forum,West Bengal State Council of the Hunger Project,Navanir Homes for
the aged.
PDG Prabhat believes that Rotary is a"way of life#,and that its ideals and principals cover every facet of an
individual!s life,whether professional,public,family or personal life.
